COLORADO, FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR BEGINNING ON THE FIRST DAY OF
JANUARY 2024, AND ENDING ON THE LAST DAY OF DECEMBER 2024,

authorized its consultants to prepare and submit a proposed budget to said governing body at the
proper time; and

were added to the revenues so that the budget remains in balance, as required by law, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF

MESA COUNTY, COLORADO: 

Section 1. 2024 Budget Revenues.  That the estimated revenues for each fund as
more specifically set out in the budget attached hereto are accepted and approved. 

Section 2. 2024 Budget Expenditures.  That the estimated expenditures for each fund
as more specifically set out in the budget attached hereto are accepted and approved. 

Section 3. Adoption of Budget for 2024.  That the budget as submitted and attached 
hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, and if amended, then as amended, is hereby
approved and adopted as the budget of Western Slope Metropolitan District for the calendar year
2024. 

Section 4. Property Tax and Fiscal Year Spending Limits. That, being fully 
informed, the Board finds that the foregoing budget does not result in a violation of any
applicable property tax or fiscal year spending limitation. 
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Section 5. Appropriations.  That the amounts set forth as expenditures and balances
remaining, as specifically allocated in the budget attached hereto, are hereby appropriated from
the revenue of each fund to each fund, for the purposes stated and no other. 

Section 6. Budget Certification.  That the budget shall be certified by Director D.
Nichols, Secretary of the District, and made a part of the public records of Western Slope
Metropolitan District.
